INVOCATION    (Please rise) 

Leader: We begin in God’s Name: 
  In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 
People: Amen. 
 
CONFESSION & ABSOLUTION 

Leader: Beloved in the Lord!  Let us draw near with a true heart and confess our 
  sins unto God our Father, beseeching Him in the name of our Lord  

   Jesus Christ to grant us forgiveness. 
   Our help is in the name of the Lord, 
People: who made heaven and earth. 
Leader: I said, I will confess my transgressions unto the Lord, 
People: and You forgave the iniquity of my sin. 
Leader: Let us confess our sins to the Lord: 
   O almighty God, merciful Father, 
ALL:  I, a poor, miserable sinner, confess unto You all my sins and  
 iniquities with which I have ever offended You, and justly deserved Your 

temporal and eternal punishment.  But I am heartily sorry for them, and  
 sincerely repent of them, and I pray You of Your boundless mercy and for 

the sake of the holy, innocent, bitter sufferings and death of Your beloved 
Son, Jesus Christ, to be gracious and merciful to me, a poor sinful being. 

Leader: Upon this your confession, I, by virtue of my office, as a called and or-
dained servant of the Word, announce the grace of God unto all of you, and in the 
stead and by the command of my Lord Jesus Christ I forgive you all your sins in 
the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

ALL: Amen. 
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PSALM    Psalm 85: 8-13 
P:  Let me hear what God the Lord will speak, for he will speak peace to his  
 people, to his saints; 
C:  but let them not turn back to folly. 
P:  Surely his salvation is near to those who fear him, 
C: that glory may dwell in our land. 
P:  Steadfast love and faithfulness meet; 
C: righteousness and peace kiss each other. 
P:  Faithfulness springs up from the ground, 
C: and righteousness looks down from the sky. 
P:  Yes, the Lord will give what is good, 
C:  and our land will yield its increase. 
P: Righteousness will go before him 
C: and make his footsteps a way.

THE EPISTLE    Ephesians 1: 3-14 
3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ 
with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places, 4 even as he chose us in him before 
the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless before him. In 
love 5 he predestined us for adoption to himself as sons through Jesus Christ, according 
to the purpose of his will, 6 to the praise of his glorious grace, with which he has blessed 
us in the Beloved. 7 In him we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of our 
trespasses, according to the riches of his grace, 8 which he lavished upon us, in all wis-
dom and insight 9 making known to us the mystery of his will, according to his purpose, 
which he set forth in Christ 10 as a plan for the fullness of time, to unite all things in him, 
things in heaven and things on earth.  11 In him we have obtained an inheritance, having 
been predestined according to the purpose of him who works all things according to the 
counsel of his will, 12 so that we who were the first to hope in Christ might be to the 
praise of his glory. 13 In him you also, when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of 
your salvation, and believed in him, were sealed with the promised Holy Spirit, 14 who 
is the guarantee of our inheritance until we acquire possession of it, to the praise of his 
glory. 
L: This is the Word of the Lord. 
C: Thanks be to God. 
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THE HOLY GOSPEL    Mark 6: 14-29 
14 

King Herod heard of it, for Jesus' name had become known. Some said, “John the 
Baptist has been raised from the dead. That is why these miraculous powers are a 
work in him.” 15 But others said, “He is Elijah.” And others said, “He is a prophet, like 
one of the prophets of old.” 16 But when Herod heard of it, he said, “John, whom I  
beheaded, has been raised.” 17 For it was Herod who had sent and seized John 
and bound him in prison for the sake of Herodias, his brother Philip's wife, because he 
had married her. 18 For John had been saying to Herod, “It is not lawful for you to have 
your brother's wife.” 19 And Herodias had a grudge against him and wanted to put him 
to death. But she could not, 20 for Herod feared John, knowing that he was a righteous 
and holy man, and he kept him safe. When he heard him, he was greatly perplexed, 
and yet he heard him gladly.  21 But an opportunity came when Herod on his birth- 
day gave a banquet for his nobles and military commanders and the leading men of 
Galilee. 22 For when Herodias's daughter came in and danced, she pleased Herod and  
his guests. And the king said to the girl, “Ask me for whatever you wish, and I will give it 
to you.” 23 And he vowed to her, “Whatever you ask me, I will give you, up to half of my 
kingdom.” 24 And she went out and said to her mother, “For what should I ask?” And 
she said, “The head of John the Baptist.” 25 And she came in immediately with haste to 
the king and asked, saying, “I want you to give me at once the head of John the Baptist 
on a platter.” 26 And the king was exceedingly sorry, but because of his oaths and his 
guests he did not want to break his word to her. 27 And immediately the king sent  
an executioner with orders to bring John's head. He went and beheaded him in the  
prison 28 and brought his head on a platter and gave it. 29 When his disciples heard of it, 
they came and took his body and laid it in a tomb.
